Standards of Initiation
The following Standards of Initiation have been approved and effective since the Fall 2003 semester.  Each chapter is expected to implement these standards as a part of New Member Orientation.  No additional standards for Initiation may be required by a collegiate chapter.   

Standards of Initiation into Delta Phi Epsilon

· Meet all qualifications for membership as listed in the International Constitution, International By-laws, and Chapter Constitution

· Have a 2.25 collegiate grade point average or higher (first semester freshman and transfer students must have at least a 2.5 grade point average from the previous institution)

· Meet all financial obligations to the international organization and the chapter, including signing the Financial Responsibility Form

· Complete 10 PEARLs as part of New Member Orientation and regularly attend weekly New Member meetings (one per week)

· Participate in the Expectations of Membership workshop and be prepared to sign the Expectations of Membership document upon Initiation

· Participate in the completion of the Delta Phi Epsilon Worksheet

· Meet all university/college or college Panhellenic requirement for Initiation

Again, no additional standards for Initiation may be required by a collegiate chapter.  Failure to implement and follow these standards as a part of New Member Orientation will result in New Member Orientation Probation.
