Explanation of Dues: 

WHERE DO MY DUES DOLLARS GO?
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If you have often wondered this, you are not alone!  To answer that question, here are a few facts you should know first.

· Your dues are set by your chapter, which include local and international dues.

· Your dues go directly to your chapter.

· Invoices are sent to your chapter by the Interrational Headquarters and the chapter then sends the payment amount to the International Headquarters.

· Your chapter’s dues could be reduced by doing chapter fund-raising.

Now you are probably asking, once you have paid your dues, what do they pay for?

Your chapter is responsible for the following fees every year:

Activity Fee:




$400/year

Convention Funding Fee:


$400/year

Per Capita Fee:




$80/sister/year


Educational Foundation:


$3/sister/year


District Leadership Conference:

This is determined every odd year


Convention Registration Fee:


$870 every even year


National Development Corporation:

This depends on chapter housing


Insurance:




This is determined annually

These fees are paid directly to the International Headquarters with active members’ dues.

As a new member, there are two one-time fees that are paid to the International Headquarters:


International New Member Fee:

$65


International Initiation Fee:


$150-$265 (depending on sisterhood badge selected)
